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American Cranberry ( Viburnum trilobum )

The American cranberry bush is an upright shrub native to New York that grows to an average helght of 6- 10 feet.
Close branching creates a dense shrub with leaves that turn scarlet during the .

fall. This shrub produces creamy-white flowers in late May-June, with bright
red and orange fruit, which ripens in September and October. American
cranberry is well suited for a wide variety of soil types ranging from
well-drained to poorly drained, as well as soils with varying pH levels. In
addition, this plant has no serious pest issues.

The American cranberry bush provides an excellent source of food for wildlife,
including small mammals and songbirds. While humans may find the fruit tart,
it is absolutely edible and makes an excellent preserve or sauce.
Recommendations for planting include either cultivating, weeding, or mulching
to control potential competition. Shrub reaches full growth in 5-10 years.

Nannyberry (  Viburnum lentago )

| Another new species being offered through the District this year is nannyberry.
Native to New York, nannyberry can grow up to 28ft in height and is adaptable
to a wide variety of sites. This species is a shade-tolerant shrub that produces
good seasonal displays of flowers, edible fruits, and fall leaf color. The fruits
are sweet and are eaten by a variety of bird species and other wildlife. Creamy
-white flowers appear in May to June, while the dark glossy green leaves turn
deep maroon to red in the fall. Found commonly in moist areas such as

& lowland woods, swamps, and streambanks, nannyberry can also tolerate drier
4 sites. Although this plant grows naturally as a multi-stemmed shrub, it can be

: - w=eaest  maintained as a small tree through pruning. The root system of Nannyberry
is fibrous, and is easily transplanted and established.

American Sycamore ( Platanus occidentalls )

The American sycamore is a fast growing, deciduous tree, native to the New York State.
Fully mature, the American sycamore can reach heights of 60-90 feet. Often a pioneer,
this plant does well in a wide range of soil types, and can even tolerate weeks of flooding
and soil saturation. American sycamore grown in the open usually begin flowering in 6 to
7 years, and flowers appear with the leaves in April to May, with fruits ripening from
September to October.

Sycamore seedlings require direct sunlight for good growth and establishment, and one-
year-old saplings may reach 10ft. The exceptional and rapid growth, coupled with a long
life expectancy, ensures that this plant species will establish quickly, and provide
enjoyment for years and years to come.

Black Walnut (  Juglans nigra )

The black walnut is a large deciduous tree native to New York. Black walnut reaches
heights of 70-90 feet tall and 2-3 feet in diameter at the base, but has been known to
reach heights of 150 feet tall and 8 feet in diameter at the base. Preferring fertile
environments, it can be found in fields, rich woodlands, and riparian areas. When
planted in fairly dense stands, the tree develops a tall and well formed clear bole; out-
competing other plants for sunlight. The black walnut also produces a natural chemical,
known as fAjugloned, which inhibits the groc
Black walnut plantings can produce both highly valuable timber and nuts. Its dark-
colored wood is heavy and strong, yet easily split and worked. Walnut wood has
traditionally been used for a variety of high end woodworking products such as cabinets
i| and gun stocks. The nuts from the black walnut tree are shelled commercially in the
United States for culinary uses. The tree produces a springtime sap that can be
processed into syrup or sugar. The tannins present in walnuts can also be used as a

| dye, ink, or wood stain.

Prefers silt loams, but will grow in
most soils and is shade tolerant.
Primarily used for Christmas trees
lumber, and wildlife habitat. Flat
needles that are strongly curved.

Does
not tolerate dry and poorly drained
soils. Primarily used for lumber, bu
also used for Christmas trees,
windbreaks, and screens. Thin,
flattened needles with white
stomata underneath.

Primarily used for
lumber, screens and wildlife
habitat. Flattened needles that are
aromatic. This species is also
known as the American
arborvitae.

Primarily used as a
food source for birds and
wildlife, the glossy green
leaves turn deep maroon to
red in the fall. Creamywhite
flowers appear in May-June,
with blue -black berries
forming from July -September.
